Approval of Minutes


On a motion made by Linda Paynter and seconded by Joan Valley, the meeting minutes of the July 05, 2007 Planning Commission meeting were approved on a vote of 3-0.  As a new planning commission member William Wallen had to abstain from this vote.


On a motion made by Joan Valley, and seconded by Linda Paynter, the meeting minutes of the August 02, 2007 Planning Commission meeting were approved on a vote of 3-0. As a new planning commission member William Wallen had to abstain from this vote.

IV.
Public Comment

Present for public comment were Mr. & Mrs. Getz (Wind Gap Borough Residents), Mr. Seitz (owner of Wind Gap Development Group) and Mr. Pete Layman  (Solicitor for the Getz family).

Mr. Getz stated that he wants the Planning Commission to be aware of his concerns regarding Emerald Forest. He requested that the Commission review the letters that were generated from his Attorney, Mr Layman, and the Borough Solicitor in regards to the Detention Basin Issues. 
Under the Borough SALDO, individual property owners (upon whose property portions of stormwater management facilities lie) shall be responsible to maintain same. However and according to the Borough Engineer, the only facility (as such) are the head/end walls, fencing and basin and maintenance for that facility (that is located on one lot) will be inexpensive and easy to maintain. However, and since swales are located on four other properties in the proposed development, M/M Getz want all of those property owners to also be responsible for the facilities.
As per a suggestion by the Borough Solicitor, the Developer (through Mr. James H. Seitz, II) indicated it might be willing to establish an escrow account (in the amount of $2,000.00) to cover stormwater facility maintenance for two years.
Since the Commission previously voted to adhere to the SALDO Ordinance regarding stormwater facilities, the Commission did not approve of or vote on any of the issues discussed during this public comment session regarding the Emerald Forest Major Subdivision.
