Subdivision Plans


A.     Wind Gap Development Group Major Subdivision (Preliminary Plan)


-    Representatives for this plan were not present during this meeting.


B.      (Turtzo) School West Major Subdivision (Preliminary Plan) 


-     Representatives for this plan were not present during this meeting


C.      K. Gassler Minor Subdivision – Preliminary Plan


-    The Applicants/Co-Owners William Hontz and Kerry Gassler were  present to discuss the plan which was presented to the Planning Commission for the property located at 427 Washington Street.  Applicant wants to subdivide his lot to build a single family home on that lot some time in the future.  The Borough Engineer discussed the remaining outstanding items on his review letter of 29 OCT 09 that still need to be addressed by the applicant and his Engineer. 
The remaining outstanding items are as follows : Number 5  under the Zoning Ordinance Requirements ; and Numbers 2, 13, 14, 15, 22 and 23 under the Subdivision Ordinance Requirements. In review of the plan, it was determined by the Engineer and the Planning Commission that several waivers still need planning recommendations and council approvals before final plan approval.
-     On a Motion made by Scott Parsons and Seconded by William Wallen, the Borough Planning Commission recommended that Council grant a waiver from Zoning Ordinance Section 514.I which allows the Borough the option to require the Applicant to submit documentation from the United States Army Corps of Engineers for any wetlands or hydric soils. Vote 5-0.
-     On a Motion made by Scott Parsons and Seconded by Heather Craig, the Borough Planning Commission recommended that Council grant a waiver from SALDO Section 402.C.1 which requires contour lines to be shown on the subdivided properties. Contours have been shown on only a portion of Lot 2, and not on Lot 1. Vote 5-0 in favor.  
-     On a Motion made by William Wallen, and Seconded by Richard Getz, the Borough Planning Commission recommended that Council grant a waiver from SALDO Sections 402 E.3.b and 405 and 507.A and 508.A which require confirmation of the feasibility of service by public sewer and water utilities Vote 5-0 in favor.
-     On a Motion made by Scott Parsons and Seconded by William Wallen, the Borough Planning Commission recommended that Council grant a waiver from SALDO Sections 504 and 509 which require roadway grading or street improvements. Vote 5-0 in favor.

-     On a Motion made by William Wallen and Seconded by Richard Getz, the Borough Planning Commission recommended that Council grant a waiver from SALDO Section 505.E.3 which requires an average depth of less than2.5 times the lot width. Lot 1 appears to have a lot depth of approximately 5 to 6 times its lot width. Vote 5-0 in favor.
-     On a Motion made by William Wallen and Seconded by Heather Craig, the Borough Planning Commission recommended that Council grant a waiver from SALDO Section 509.L which allows Borough Council to require street lights at cul-de-sacs.  Vote 5-0 in favor.

-     On a Motion made by Scott Parsons and Seconded by William Wallen, the Borough Planning Commission recommended that Council grant a waiver from SALDO Section 510.B which requires sidewalks along the road frontage. Vote 5-0 in favor.
